Guidelines

Summary

DSF will award one or more scholarships of $2,500 to qualified applicant(s).  Applicants must be related to a DS employee – active, retired, former with 5 years of service, or deceased.  Student must be a child, step-child, or grandchild of DS employee.  

Criteria for Applicants

Applications will be judged on a combination of academic performance, extra curricula activities, community service and an essay.  Students may request to also be considered based on financial need.

Promoting Scholarship
The DSF Scholarship will be promoted via broadcast email throughout DS, through word of mouth and on our website.  Application forms and instructions will be on the DSF website as of April 15, 2008.
Judging Applications

A selection committee will be created to review all applications.  Applications will first be received the DSF Manger for completeness and all required documents.  Student names will be removed and each application will be assigned a number.  Blind (numbered) applications will be sent to the selection committee.  Members of the committee will score each application following established guidelines.

Additional Information

· Should there be a tie; the selection committee may elect to award multiple scholarships, either of the same amount ($2,500) or half of the amount to each student.

· Students may request to be considered based on financial need.  This is voluntary.

· Scholarship Amount to be awarded may be altered annually based on funds available.

· DSF recognizes this is a good faith effort and will not require documentation from winning students of how money was spent.  We will however, encourage students to stay in touch and keep DSF informed of their success in college.
· The DSF scholarship is a single award, awarded to a high school senior.  It is not a “renewable” scholarship.
